Special Meeting Minutes

Thursday, March 23, 2023
The Village of Nelsonville Board of Trustees, met at 7:30 pm on Thursday, March 23, 2023, via Zoom, for a special meeting, with Mayor Winward presiding, Trustees Campanile, Moroney, Maloney and Zhynovitch present.
Community Choice Aggregate
Mayor Winward welcomed Glenn Weinberg of Joule Community Power. Mr. Weinberg gave an update on the Request for Proposal process for an energy supplier for the CCA group. Joule received bids back from suppliers on March 22. There were three suppliers who bid. 
Mr. Weinberg reviewed the two types of product rates; fixed and variable. He then went over the three options for electricity sourcing; conventional (standard option), 100% NYS certified renewable, and a 50/50 split of NYS renewable and conventional. His recommendation to the board was a fixed rate with a 50/50 supply split. 

Mr. Weinberg explained that the Village will choose one default for the customers. However, not only can customers opt-out and go back to Central Hudson to source the energy supply at any time, but they can also change from the default to their own personal preference of CCA supply source: standard, 50%, or 100 % renewable.
Upon motion by Trustee Zhynovitch, seconded by Trustee Campanile, enacted all in favor, the Nelsonville Board of Trustees voted to allow Mayor Winward to sign a Memorandum of Understanding with Joule Community Power, with the default pricing option being fixed and a 50/50 mix for the supply.
Adjournment

Upon motion of Trustee Moroney, seconded by Mayor Winward, enacted all in favor, the workshop was adjourned at 8:35pm.
