The Mayor stated that this local law just rewrites our code with more defining the building inspector’s duties in a process on how to do things rather than the building code.  It gives authority to the code enforcement officer to appoint deputies to the building department or the code enforcement officer or fire inspector.  It’s just more defining things.  The Town is also doing the same for their law; it’s almost a carbon copy but one applies to the Town and one to the Village.  Trustee Duncan stated that it defines what the Code Enforcement officer is allowed to do, and it’s a lot clearer so that you can see what the process is.

4. Will continue its support of the Mitigation Planning Committee as descried within the Plan.

5. Will help to promote and support the mitigation successes of all participants of the Plan.

6. Will incorporate mitigation planning as an integral component of government and partner operations.

7. Will provide an update of the Plan in conjunction with the County no less than every five years.
