Budget Hearing 
7:00pm 
Board Members present: Mayor Winward, Trustee Biro, Trustee Campanile, Trustee Moroney, and Trustee Zhynovitch. 
Mayor Winward reviewed the 2023/2024 tentative budget that was adopted on March 20, 2023.  
Appropriations of $359,527 are proposed, with revenues of $359,864. The proposed tax levy is $300,121, an $8,741 increase from last year, a 2.99% increase.

Expenditures:
Mayor Winward went over some changes on the expenditure side of the draft budget, noting the addition of a line for a Prosecutor for the Justice Court, to prosecute Vehicle and Traffic tickets. 
Mayor Winward also explained the need for including the balance of the General Code update in the Codification line, noting that it will be balanced on the revenue side by utilizing either some of the fund balance or ARPA funds. 
Mayor Winward explained that the village will need to hire a new Village Attorney in the next Fiscal Year. Though the cost may be higher than currently budgeted, we have access to both the Law Contractual Village Attorney line and the Law Contractual Other line. There was a discussion at the end of the hearing among the board regarding the search for a new firm, conducted by Mayor Winward and Trustee Zhynovitch, They have interviewed five firms, and are reviewing costs and payment structures. They are hoping to have a contract finalized with a new firm to present at the May meeting. 
The mayor noted the addition of a Buildings Maintenance line to cover needed repairs to Village Hall. She stated she would like to see this line added to in the future, as there is a list of repairs needed on the aging building. 
Mayor Winward noted the increased costs of electricity for both the Village buildings and street lighting. 
Open to the Floor
A resident stated that he felt good about the budget, and it seemed sound. 

A motion to close the hearing was made by Trustee Moroney, seconded by Trustee Campanile, enacted all in favor, and the hearing was closed at 7:55 pm.
A motion was made by Trustee Moroney to adopt the 2023/2024 Budget, seconded by Trustee Campanile, enacted all in favor.
