Pledge to the Flag

Trustee Robertson opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance.
Vouchers

Upon motion by Trustee Robertson seconded by Trustee Pack McCarthy enacted two in favor, one absent, for approval of vouchers in the amount of $19,453.26 were audited and ordered paid.

Approval of Minutes
The minutes of the October meeting were approved, upon motion by Trustee Robertson and seconded by Trustee Pack McCarthy enacted two in favor, one absent.

· The Haldane 7 and 8 graders helped clean-up the trails for two hours.  A NY/NJ Trail Conference member and his wife were there to give guidance to the Haldane students.  
Trustee Robertson reported that: 
· He paid for a new sidewalk between his house and the Village driveway.  
Old Business:

EMS Memorial in Village Green

The EMS Memorial was not formally approved at the last meeting, and since the Mayor was not in attendance at this meeting, the approval was tabled to the December 19th meeting.  

New Business:
Bill Florence – Regarding Mr. & Mrs. Timmons lawsuit against the Village
Mr. Florence gave a brief overview of the situation that the Timmons would like resolved.  He stated that Mr. Villetto gave up his right to the remaining $28,234 bond to the Timmons.  He would like the Board to refer the matter to the Planning Board for a new site approval.  This matter will be taken under advisement with the Village Attorney.  

Budget Transfer

We approved the expenditure of $1,510.06 for the insurance in June 2016, but never specifically approved the transfer of money in the budget.  Therefore, we need to transfer money from the:

Contingency Fund – A1990.4 of $1,510.06   and move it to

Clerk – Insurance – A 1325.42

Upon motion of Trustee Pack McCarthy seconded by Trustee Robertson, the budget change was approved two in favor, one absent.

Winter Parking Ordinance
Upon motion of Trustee Robertson seconded by Trustee Pack McCarthy, the following resolution was enacted two in favor, one absent.

Winter parking and snow removal regulations in the Village of Nelsonville:

The ban on overnight parking on any public street in the Village, between the hours of midnight and 6am, will be enacted when snow or ice is predicted, or when additional time is needed to clear the streets. Residents must call 265-2500 after 5pm, each evening to learn the decision for that night. 

A limited amount of overnight parking is permitted in the area so designated, on North Pearl Street.  All vehicles parked in this area must be removed by 9am, in order that the lot can be cleared.

The regulation is in effect from December 1 through March 31.

The Nelsonville Village Board reminds residents that it is a violation of section 1219 of the New York State Vehicle and Traffic law to throw snow into the roadway.   Residents must comply with this law if the streets are to be properly cleared.

Finally, property owners and/or occupants are required to keep their sidewalks clear of snow and ice. 
Trustee Robertson stated that the Masonic Lodge has been allowing winter parking on their side of the parking lot, but non-residents have been parking there and not moving their car within the proscribed time period.  He brought up the suggestion that permits be allotted to residents who wish to park in the lot.  The residents would come to the Village office and give their name, address, phone number and license, and they would receive a permit to put in their car.  Thereby insuring that only residents of Nelsonville park there and if they do not move their car, they can be called.  The discussion was tabled till the Dec. 19th meeting.  
Notice of Annual Village Election
Upon motion of Trustee Pack McCarthy seconded by Trustee Robertson, the following resolution was enacted two in favor, one absent.

Oil Bid

There was only one bid sent for the Oil contract:  Mirabito Energy Products.  The Board felt that the bid did not meet the specs provided.  The price for maintenance only included one furnace unit and the specs asked for a bid for two.  The oil contract will be rebid.

Leave pickup will begin on December 3, 2016 and continue for one week.  Please leave your bags of leaves on the curb.  

Feedback from residents on Main/Pearl intersections
Trustee Pack McCarthy’s survey on the Main and Pearl St. intersection yielded 43 responses.  Thirty-three answered yes that safety and the intersection is important and 10 responded no.  
Policy on agenda and minute postings

Trustee Pack McCarthy stated that the she has been receiving notices that the minutes on the website are not being updated in a timely manner.  She stated that the minutes of the June meeting were the last on there, and that Village Law states that the minutes should be done within two-weeks.  
Open to the Floor
The question of sewers was once again brought up.  A representative of the Current paper asked if the majority of people have septic as opposed to cesspools.  Trustee Robertson believes this to be true; he doesn’t think that they would find many cesspools in the village.  He believes that most people in the Village don’t want a sewer system, but we should pursue the issue. He stated that the cost would be in the millions.  Trustee Pack McCarthy stated that if this is something people are interested then they should come to the meetings and voice their opinions.  It is a costly and time-consuming process so we need to know if the public supports it.  
Upon motion by Trustee Robertson seconded by Trustee Pack McCarthy enacted all in favor, the meeting was adjourned at 8:25 pm, two in favor, one absent.
