Vouchers

Upon motion by Trustee Duncan seconded by Trustee Pack McCarthy enacted all in favor for approval of vouchers in the amount of $10,848.49 were audited and ordered paid.

Approval of Minutes
The minutes of the November meeting were approved, upon motion by Trustee Duncan seconded by Trustee Pack McCarthy enacted all in favor.

Reports

Mayor Corless reported that:
· He expressed his appreciation for John Merante and all that he did on the Zoning Board and formally the Board of Trustees.  
· He wanted to thank John Bradley and Tom Allen for putting up the Christmas flags over the weekend.  

· He met with Central Hudson regarding the replacing current street lights with LED lights as they stop working.   He stated that nothing is going to happen any time soon because they do not even have the LED lights as yet.  

· He grinded some of the sidewalks; i.e. Pearl/Pine Street, but somewhere impossible; Division Street.  We are going to need to use CHIPS money to fix the sidewalks there.  

· Healy Road potholes need to fix again.  Mr. Graham, resident of Healy Road, stated that the potholes are very dangerous.   Cars also speed up and down Healy Road.  The road is narrow and the school bus can barely get through if another car comes down.  The Mayor stated that he will try to see if he can get some Sheriff visibility around the times of the school bus – 7am to 8am.   

· Regarding the request for salt on sidewalks regulation, the Mayor stated that rock salt is very corrosive to sidewalks.  Alternatives are more costly, and how does the Village enforce the law.  The Mayor stated that we can see if we can get some voluntary compliance to not using rock salt.   
Trustee Pack McCarthy reported that:
· The tree lighting ceremony was a very well attended.  Residents baked cookies and brownies as well.  Everyone seemed to be enjoying themselves and talked about how great it was to get together as a community.  She would like to thank everyone who helped, especially the Haldane Black Dog brass band.  
Trustee Duncan reported that: 
· He heard from Andrea Negro, Putnam County, and will call her again regarding the Fire House Lease.  
Old Business:

Uniform Fire and Building Code Local Law

Trustee Pack-McCarthy stated that we are currently working with the Town of Philipstown on this law.  We will have workshops when we get closer to what we need.  We are not ready yet to have a Public Meeting.  Upon motion by Trustee Duncan seconded by Trustee Pack McCarthy enacted all in favor the Public Meeting was put off.  
New Business:
Hazard Mitigation Resolution – Authorizing Adoption

Trustee Pack McCarthy stated that the Plan showed that the Fire House was owned by the County and not Nelsonville.  It was decided that it should be fixed before we approve the Plan.  Upon motion by Trustee Pack-McCarthy seconded by Trustee Duncan, enacted all in favor, the Hazard Mitigation Resolution was not approved, and held for next month.  
NY DOT Disaster Shared Service Agreement

Upon motion by Trustee Duncan seconded by Trustee Pack McCarthy enacted all in favor the Shared Services Agreement was approved.  
SHARED SERVICES AGREEMENT Between NYSDOT  and  the  Village  of  Nelsonville

·
THIS AGREEMENT,  dated December  15       2015 is between the People of the State of New York, hereinafter referred to as "State" or "NYSDOT" and the Village of Nelsonville, hereinafter referred to  as "Municipality." Pursuant to Section 99-r of the General Municipal Law, the State and the Municipality wish to share services, exchange or lend  materials  or equipment  which  shall promote and assist the maintenance of State and Municipal roads and highways and provide a cost savings by maximizing the effective utilization of both parties' resources. The State and the Municipality agree to share  services  as follows:
1. Description and Cost of Services, Materials or Equipment to be shared: Provide details of the services, materials or equipment to be shared in the attached standard Schedule A. The total amount of the agreement shall not exceed ten thousand dollars ($10,000.00). If applicable, indicate that the return exchange will be determined at a later  date.
2. The Provider's employees shall remain under full supervision and control of the Provider. The parties shall remain fully responsible for their own employees for all matters, including but not limited to, salary, insurance, benefits and Workers Compensation.
3. If the borrowed machinery or equipment is damaged or otherwise needs repair arising out of or in connectio11- with the Recipient's use, the Recipient shall be responsible for such repairs.
4. The Municipality agrees to indemnify the State for any and all claims arising out of the Municipality’s acts or omissions under this Agreement.
5. The term of this Agreement shall be for one (1) year. The parties will endeavor to provide no less than thirty (30) days' notice of its intent to extend the Agreement. Either party may revoke this Agreement by providing sixty (60) days written notice of such revocation.  Upon revocation, any outstanding obligations of the parties must be satisfied within thirty (30) days of the date of such revocation. 
Open to the Floor
Resident Greta Graham asked about the trailer on Main Street, and if any plans have been made for that.  It is falling apart and is an eyesore.  The Mayor stated that we do not.  She asked if nothing can be done.  The State tried to pass legislation awhile back to deal with issues like that, but it did not fly.  Trustee Pack McCarthy said that she spoke to the Town building inspector and he stated that there is money for things like that, and we should look into getting grants.  She thanked Mrs. Graham for bringing up the trailer because it will give the Village some impetus to look at the issue again.  Mr. Robertson stated that is was unsafe and should come down.  It’s not up to code.  
Mr. Robertson complimented the Village on the new website.  
Mrs. Graham asked about the firehouse and wanted to know if we were getting it back.  She was told that it’s still ours.  We are trying to get a new lease agreement with revenue and services.  They were given to December 31st.  Our lawyer is advising us.  
There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 8:30, upon motion by Trustee Pack McCarthy seconded by Trustee Duncan enacted all in favor.
