The Village Treasurer reviewed the tentative budget.  
Appropriations of $320,400  are proposed, with revenues of $316,994 and $3,406 to be appropriated from this year’s Fund Balance.  Amount to be raised by taxes is $277,844 – $6,479 increase from last year.  The tax rate will be 6.05 .

Mayor O’Neill reported that:
· We just went through two major weather events and fortunately we sustained very little damage within the Village.  Central Hudson was extremely efficient in rectifying any issues.
· The ongoing Pearl Street sewer issue – our attorney is going to request it be dismissed as frivolous and groundless.

Trustee Robertson reported that:
·  There are concerns about short-term rentals, or Air B&B’s in the village.  Questions of legality, safety, and zoning caused the Mayor to name Trustee  Robertson head of a committee to investigate this issue. The committee agreed to consider instituting regulations for short term rentals.  Margaret Graham is concerned about this because she feels that if we try to control this situation people will say “it is my home I can do what I want with it”… The board disagrees, as there are zoning laws and rules one must follow in a residential area such as this – the subject of West Point Graduation week rentals came up -  all of this will be further reviewed and discussed in the future.
Old Business:
Fire Protection Agreement

· Upon motion  by Trustee Bowman, seconded by Trustee Potts, enacted all in favor, the Mayor was approved to sign the Fire Protection Agreement with Cold Spring.

New Business:
Roberto Mueller

· The Board was given a presentation regarding Climate Smart Communities (CSC) from Robert Mueller.  Mueller is the CSC coordinator for Philipstown, and is hoping that Nelsonville will also take steps to becoming such a community.  The board agreed to look into this further in the future.
