Old Business

Uniform Fire Prevention and Building Codes Local Law

WHEREAS, the Village Board has duly caused a draft of a proposed amendment to Chapter 77 of the Village Code to be prepared and introduced to the Trustees of the Village Board; and,

WHEREAS, the Village Board has reviewed the said proposed amendment to Chapter 77 at a meeting held at the Village office on April 18, 2016; and,

WHEREAS, a motion was duly made, seconded, and carried at the meeting held on April 16, 2016, directing that a public hearing be scheduled on May 16, 2016, with regard to the said amendment to Chapter 77 of the Village Code pursuant to New York Municipal Home Rule Law, Section 20.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, THAT:

1. The draft proposed amendment to Chapter 77 of the Village Code, (a copy of which is annexed hereto) is hereby introduced; and  

2. The Village Clerk schedule a public hearing to be held on May 16, 2016, with regard to the proposed amendment to Chapter 77 of the Village Code as provided in Section 20 of the New York Municipal Home Rule Law.

New Business

Real Property Tax Service Contract

The County prints our tax bills, and therefore we need approval for expense. Upon motion by Trustee Robertson seconded by Trustee Pack McCarthy, enacted all in favor the Mayor was approved to sign the Real Property Tax Service Contract.  
Nelsonville Fish and Fur Club Fishing Day – May 1st

Upon motion by Trustee Robertson seconded by Trustee Pack McCarthy, enacted all in favor, a donation in the amount of $500 will be given to the Nelsonville Fish and Fur Club for their Kid’s Fishing Day.   The money is to come out of the Recreation Fund.  
Blue Devil Booster Club 5K Race

Rob McCullum, President of the Blue Devil Booster Club, requesting permission to run part of a fund-raising 5K race through the streets of Nelsonville.  Upon motion by Trustee Pack McCarthy seconded by Trustee Robertson, enacted all in favor,  permission was granted to allow the race through Nelsonville contingent on insurance issue.  

Budget Transfer

We need to add more money to the trees line because we just had a tree taken down by the Masonic Temple for $1,200.  The elections line item is also over by $46.  We therefore need to move $1,321 from Contingency as follows:

Street Maintenance Bid

Bids for the street maintenance contract were received and opened on April 18, 2016.  Two bids were received as follows:

Marc’s Landscaping – Marc Manzoeillo

June 1, 2016 – June 1, 2017 - $17,900

June 1, 2017 – June 1, 2018 - $18,800

Upon motion from Trustee Pack McCarthy seconded by Trustee Robertson, enacted two in favor, one abstained the Board awarded Marc’s Landscaping the street maintenance bid.  
Copier Lease:

Current with Canon – we have a Canon IR2525 – Cost is 95.30/mo for rental and we pay $.01 per page and average approx. $7/month for usage.  Runs 25 pages per minute.   60 month contract

New contract with give us new IR4225 – Cost would be 98/mo and would pay $0.177/per page for the term of service.  The speed is 25 pagers per minute. 60 month contract.

Or 

New IR4235 – Cost would be $108.00 and would pay $0.166/per page for term of service.  The speed is 35 pagers per minute.

Toshiba’s Offer

A new Studio 357 – 35 pagers per minute – cost for a 60 month lease at 99.19 plus $0.0130 per copy.  

Upon motion by Trustee Robertson seconded by Trustee Pack McCarthy, enacted all in favor the Clerk was instructed to terminate the lease with Canon and go into contract with Toshiba for the new copier.  
Voting Results

On March 15, 2016, 94 people cast votes.  Of the 94 votes, 82 were cast for Dennis Zenz for Village Justice, and 83 were cast for Thomas Robertson for Village Trustee.  There were 7 write-in votes; 5 for Mary Rice for Trustee, 1 for Michael Bowman for Trustee, and 1 for Tommy Allen for Justice.  
Open to the Floor

William O’Neil asked whether we had any further contact with the company that approached him about a cell tower in Nelsonville.  The Mayor stated there has not been.  
There being no further business the Board went into Executive Session to discuss the lawsuit and lease.
