 Upon motion by Trustee Potts; seconded by Trustee Robertson, enacted all in favor, the Mayor was given approval to sign the Shared Services Agreement with NYS DOT.
Reports;
Mayor O’Neill reported that:

· He would like to look into putting speed bumps on Division Street and one or two other places.  He has spoken to NYS DOT and they have been very helpful with advice.   

· He would like to see electronic speed signs, but that would take a grant to implement.  
· He would like a comprehensive traffic study in conjunction with the Village of Cold Spring.  He will approach the Board there and see if that could be accomplished.  

· He has given permission to Lynn Berkely to put the signs along the Village trails.  

· He would like Trustee Potts to get in touch with OSI.  He would like at least some recommendations from OSI on how to manage our resources.  

· There is a dead tree by the old Toll house that needs to come down.  The NYS DOT says it is not their responsibility.  We will, therefore, have the tree removed.  Trustee Robertson stated that there are trees along Secor St. that also need to be looked at.  He believes we should have a professional assess the trees.  

Trustee Robertson reported that:
· He believes that the Village look into videotaping the Board meetings either by an independent person or cablevision.  He believes this will remove any ambiguity.

· He reviewed the new insurance package and found it acceptable to sign.  

Trustee Potts reported that:
· He attended the Cold Spring Village Board of Trustees meeting, and was informed about the flushing of Hydrants starting on May 21st.  Also that if any Village resident has not changed out their water meter, they will now be charged to do so. 
· Locks need to be replaced on Gate House Road trail.   
Old Business
Fire Protection Agreement

The Village Board is still working on the Fire Protection Agreement.  The Mayor would like to understand how the fees are being allocated.  The Mayor will try to meet with Cold Spring next week sometime.  The Mayor stated that the Board members are all relatively new and they would like to understand the agreement before they sign.  

New Business:
Insurance Payment

The Village Clerk stated that the Village insurance policy terminates on June 1, 2017, and therefore, needs to pay for the 2017 insurance policy on that day.  Upon motion from Trustee Robertson, seconded by Trustee Potts, enacted all in favor, the Village Clerk was approved to pay Gerilli Insurance the amount of $8,297.97, for the cost of our insurance policy, on June 1, 2017.

WHEREAS,  the Village of Nelsonville Board of Trustees recognizes that the Village of Cold Spring supplies drinking water to certain residents in the Village of Nelsonville; and

WHEREAS, this activity is being done in accordance with New York State Village Law 11-1120; and 

WHEREAS, the Village of Nelsonville Board of Trustees recognizes that Nelsonville does not own any portion of the water supply system including reservoirs, treatment plant, transmission pipes, etc., and nor does it participate in its maintenance; and

WHEREAS, the Village of Cold Spring Village Board wishes to construct improvements to facilitate an emergency connection to the Catskill Aqueduct (“the Improvements”) to the connection are necessary for its use during times of a public emergency to minimize the potential of water supply shortages at the water treatment plant; and

WHEREAS, the Village of Nelsonville Board ot Trustees understands that the Village of Cold Spring Board of Trustees is acting in the best interest of the water users in Nelsonville to insure their water supply; and

WHEREAS, the Village of Cold Spring Board of Trustees must enter into a “Water Supply Agreement” (“the Agreement”) with the New York City Water Board “the Improvements” to be completed; and

WHEREAS, the Village of Nelsonville Board of Trustees has reviewed the proposed Agreement; and

IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED that, the Village of Nelsonville Board of Trustees consents to the Village of Cold Spring Board of Trustees entering into “the Agreement” with respect to an emergency water supply; and
