Cell Tower

The Village of Nelsonville looked for an alternate site for the cell tower.  There is a 4 acre plot on Secor Street that the Village owns, and Homeland Towers is interested in.   It is behind the ambulance corp.    They looked at the Town garage, but they would need a donation from the State, and they will not do that.  Also the tower will have to be 200’ would be flashing lights on it all day and night.  OSI mentioned that they had 2 acres that they own, but on further investigation it appears that it would not be given up for a cell tower.   The Zoning Board is still working on the Rockledge Road tower.  We are trying to get a stay of the shot clock.  The shot clock ends on Dec. 17, 2018, and if we cannot provide an alternate they are going to build the tower on Rockledge Road and there is not much we can do about it.  This is because of FCC rules.   If they have met every single obligation within our zoning, then there is no legal reason to deny it.  Unfortunately, as we understand it, that’s how the law works; but if they have an alternate site then that might not happen.  The Village would get rent from the Homeland as well.  
Francis O’Neill, Chairman of the Safe the Cold Spring Cemetery, stated that she did contact the National Park Service and they said that they would be happy to put the Cold Spring Cemetery on the National Historic Register list.  She has contacted the Cemetery Association but has not heard back from them.  She will continue to work on it.  As long as it is pending, the same rules apply.

On this date at approximately 2:55 o’clock, Code Enforcement Officer, Bill Bujarski, did standby on the west portion of the property at the adjacent property line. I was directly opposite the steeple.

1. The chimes for the hour sounded first. For duration of approximately 20 sec. the sound was less than 59dB at its lowest point and 55 dB at its highest point.

2. The music sounded second. For a duration of approximately. 2.5 min. (150 sec.) the sound ranged from a low less than 50 dB to a high of 55db.

3. The average ambient background sound was less than 50 dB.

 In consideration of his previous samplings of the sound coming from the church at Main Street, He would have to assume that they have turned down the volume to be within compliance.
